
How to contour cut correctly with SignCut Pro and Corel X4 or older versions with  a laserpoint equipped 

plotter. 

Make sure you have the follwing things on hand. 

Download the x4 contourcut.zip file from: 

www.jupacreations.com/downloads/x4contourcut.zip 

For older version I have a V11 version too. 

Only layer names are different.

I also made an Illustrator CS3 file. 

Check the layers for correct names!

Layer3 is the marker layer 

Layer2 is the contour layer 

Layer1 is the object layer 

Unzip this file and place it at your pc desktop 

Open your Corel X4 version. 

Open Signcut Pro. 

Make the following settings to signcut First: 

Click on the CUTTER button 

 

Set your plotter settings according your connections and plotter used and click OK. 

Make sure the blade offset is set to 0 mm! When using a plotter pen.

 Click on Settings, Settings, Cutting 

In the contourcutting section: 

Mark the option: use 3 point calibration 

Set registration mark size to 0 mm 

Now put the plotter paper pen in the machine and place an A4 size paper in the plotter. 

Set the plotter OFFLINE and use the arrow keys to move the pen in the middle of the paper. 

Now press ORIGIN on the plotter so it accepts this as the new home position to perform the next step. 

 

 

 

Press the Calibration laserpoint offset button and and a crosshair will be printed on the paper. 

Use the arrow keys on your pc keyboard or PC screen and move the laserpointer to the center of the crosshair 

and Clikc Ok on the PC screen or press the enter key on your PC keyboard.

You now have set the offset the knife holder has in conjunction to the laser point. 

This is a fixed value you only need to setup once. 

 

 

Click on OK to close the screens. 

Switch to Corel Draw and open the unzipped  contourcut file. 

Make sure your property screen is open so you can see we have all present. 

In the V11 version the layers are named layer1 to layer5. 

To see how layers work click/toggle on the EYE icon at each layer and see what happens. 

If you click the printer icon you can select wheter or not the layer is used for printing/plotting. 

if you clikc/toggle the pen icon you lock the layer from being worked on. 

This is how it should look on your PC when you open the file. 

 



Now select the layer options as shown in the picture and send this to your printer. 

 

Take your printed file and place it in the plotter with the arrow pointing to the rear of the plotter. 

Press the OFF/ON line button of your plotter and set the plotter OFFLINE and move the laserpointer with the 

arrow keys of the plotter to the lower righthand side corner (not the marker) of the A4 size paper.  

Shown in the following picture the laser point should be put in the red dot area. 

Press the ORIGIN (homeposition) button of your plotter. 

Press the OFF/ON line button of your plotter and se the plotter ONLINE.
